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A long time ago, around 230 million
years before man, the Appalachian
Mountains were formed. These moun-
tains, while not great in size, stretch
from Canada to Alabama and have
been worn down by both wind and rain @
for thousands of years developing rivers Mouv®
and lakes in the process. With each
passing storm, the dirt and stone were
moved and shifted allowing for the
larger stones to be worn down and
shaped by nature. Unlike other stone
sources, our stone is not broken or blasted from a quarry. Each stone is selected from its place of
rest in the mountains and river, thus shaped by nature over thousands of years.
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The color of our mountain rock tend to side more to the brownish gray family due to the make
up of the mountains themselves while the river rock color leans toward the brown and tan
families. These colors are found throughout the Mid-Atlantic region and are prized by ,&Q@
homeowners and gardeners. In addition to the stunning colors, many of our mountain rocks Rwe
feature moss shading. This added texture brings instant age to your rockwall or patio for a more

elegant look and feel.
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We hand pick each rock, from the Appalachian Mountains and Potomac River, for distribution
across the Mid-Atlantic region. Each pallet of either Mountain Rock or River Rock from Grant
County Mulch is wire wrapped and ready for immediate delivery with your next load of mulch.
